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The changed conditions of development of a human society, living
conditions, first of all the entering of Ukraine into the world community,
processes of democratization, integration, all mentioned have caused change the
purposes of formation. Formation becomes the effective factor of society
development. The erudition of the person is today its developed ability to self-
research and self-improvement of own forces, so that to adequately natural
mission and social inquiries to find the place in life, comprehensively
selfesteemation, to confirm himself in a society and the chosen job.

There is no doubt to stable, that foreign languages strongly enter into our
life as command of time against integration processes between the states and
growing quantity of contacts between citizens of the different countries.

On the modern stage of speed-up socio-economic development of society
which is characterized by gradual integration of Ukraine in the European
