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THE DEVELOPMENT OF ENTERPRISE: ESSENCE AND SOURCES

Summary. The essence of enterprise development is exposed in the article, and its basic constituents are
analyzed. It is grounded the intercommunication between changes in the environment of functioning of enterprise
and an activation of sources of its development. Researches of informative sources, which expose the various as-
pects of development of the difficult socio-economic systems in particular enterprises, ground to assert that prob-
lems of providing of enterprise development are under the conditions of all-embracing globalization, transforma-
tions of world markets, vagueness and stochastic of external environment, need subsequent researches. The pur-
pose of the article is to study the essence and exposure of development sources at the level of enterprise taking into
account the influence of its external and internal environment of functioning. Methodological and theoretical basis
of research are scientific positions of domestic and foreign economists, enterprises devoted economic development.
An author is examine development of enterprise as it is a process of irreversible high-quality change of financial and
immaterial properties of the system, which takes place as a result of positive co-operation of external and internal
environment of functioning of enterprise, provides growth of meaningfulness of this system in space and time and
takes place through stage-by-stage realization of processes of destruction, cumulation and construction. It is
grounded the necessity of deep researches which would give an answer for a question: which one elements (con-
stituents, business-processes) of enterprise does it cost to take away in the process of lead through of changes (re-
forms) and what composition they must be united in, that in the structure of the new socio-economic system such
modification began to work effectively?. Questions in relation to the criteria of realization of cumulation and com-
position are difficult, however much their decision will enable effectively to conduct changes and provide subse-
quent development of enterprise. Thus it costs to understand that such transition from old quality to new must be
caused the change of circumstances, factors of environment of enterprise (both external and internal).
