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On the issue of new learning technologies in teaching languages

to foreign students

The development of modern information technology makes radically change

the approach to students' teaching in higher education. Every day there are more
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introductions of new multimedia educational materials in the educational process.
The graphics and animation, visuals and sound educational texts affect different
channels of perception of students making the learning process interesting and full of
information. The active learning methods are of particular interest because they
promote effective learning; knowledge; forming skills of case studies that allow
generating some professional decisions; making possible to meet the challenges of
the transition from the simple accumulation of knowledge to the mechanisms of self-
searching and research skills; forming value orientations; enhancing cognitive
activity; developing creativity; creating educational and psychological conditions that
contribute to the students' activity [1; 39].

The innovative processes are all related to the best practices, numerous
organizational transformations in the field of lifelong learning, achievements of
scientific ideas and their implementation into the practice. The educational process
that is central to teaching can be seen as innovative, as its purpose is to transfer the
students for their new knowledge, to form the new personal traits. If we had the
means of study and evaluation of innovative processes, it would enable them to
adjust, enhance the value and increase the purposefulness.

Considering the training technologies it necessary to note the modern
electronic training tools that can be called "the innovative teaching strategy element"
[2; 132]. Traditional education model brings a disciplinary training — the disciplines
are full of redundant information. Innovative teaching strategy involves a learning
management, in which the personality of the teacher still stands as the leading
element but it changes its position to the student. The nature of management and the
students' position are in the process of change. In practice training in the initial stage,
including in the educational process of the complex computer technology increases
the efficiency of the educational process by intensifying all didactic activities.
Lessons in the computer class should be included in the schedule of training sessions;
it intensifies the training material; trains some aspects of the language; saves the time

for creative activities and increases the information assimilation.
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KhNADU Philology Department teachers use training and monitoring

programs in computer classes. The programs created at the department are widely

used to work on the interactive whiteboard. All the programs are copyrighted,

including "School of cases", "Verbs of movement", lesson tasks to the textbook
"Globus", materials for the introduction into the future profession.

Currently, the work to create a distance learning course for language learning is

done, as well as presentations illustrating the textbook on the history of music. From

the first days of training the students of our faculty can use the materials to optimize

the learning process making it more vivid and memorable.
