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RUSSKIY MIR AS A TOOL OF INFORMATION
WAR IN UKRAINE (2014-2022)

In the conditions of aggravation of the conflict between Russia and
its allies with NATO countries, today it is especially relevant to study the
methods of political influence it uses in the public sphere. In addition, the
study of Russia's information aggression against Ukraine, especially in the
period 2014-2022, is of great practical importance for those countries that
today are subjected to its information pressure.

The results of the consideration of the formation and evolution of the
Russkiy Mir as a public political technology and its use as an instrument of
information warfare in Ukraine in 2014-2022 allow us to draw the
following conclusions:

1. The Russkiy Mir was conceived as a political technology, orien-
ted, on the one hand, to attract the Russian diaspora to the strengthening of
the Russian state through the return of its most successful figures and/or
their comprehensive assistance to the Russian Federation. On the other
hand, to create in the public sphere the visibility of mass support for Rus-
sia to attract the attention of the leading countries of the Global South and
gain their assistance (or neutrality). To this end, the idea of fighting the
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
