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POLITICS OF THE STATE IN THE DIRECTION OF IMPROVING THE QUALITY OF LIFE
OF THE POPULATION

The problems of quality of life and its level are the most relevant in the modern world. Our well-
being depends on the appropriate policy in the society, which, in its turn, depends on the adequacy of the
information and shows how fully the problems are covered in modern society. The direction and speed of
other reforms in the country and, ultimately, politics and, consequently, economic stability and social status,
largely depends on solving the problems of improving the standard of living. To solve these problems, a cer-
tain policy is required, in the context of which a person, his well-being, and, of course, physical and social
health should be at the center. That is why all the changes, one way or another, can cause changes in the
quality of life, cause great interest among representatives of various social structures.

The standard of living is a long-term concept, which is determined by the unity of its elements: man
as a biological and spiritual being, as well as his life and the environment in which he lives. This means that
the quality of life should include both aspects of a personal or social goal, as well as the characteristics that
have subjective nature. Hence the definition of the concept of «quality of life», which underlies the devel-
opment of a number of factors: the quality of life of a person (an individual or a community) is an estimated
category of human life, and generalized parameters characteristic of all elements of his life: health, vital ac-
tivity and living conditions in relation to some objective or subjective standard.

Thus, the quality of life is determined by the ability to live in the society of its social groups, indi-
vidual citizens, and the relevant characteristics of the process, resources, conditions and results of their lives
for the public good of needs, values and goals. Quality of life, manifested subjective content of people them-
selves and their lives, as well as aspects of the goal related to the life of each person as a valuable biological,
psychological and social phenomenon.

In determining the quality of life, there are two types of indicators: objective and subjective.

Researches give us an understanding that such an economic category as «the quality of life of the
population» can be defined as «a generalized assessment of the totality of characteristics of the living condi-
tions of the population» formed in mass consciousness. These characteristics are examined with the help of
certain integral properties of the quality of life:

— socialization: the ability to form and preserve families, the level of education and qualifications;

— welfare;

—social security reflects working conditions, social provision and social protection, property and
physical security;

— living conditions of the population;

— the quality of the environment;

—natural and climatic conditions characterized;

— access to telecommunications and information infrastructures.
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Social research is currently a technological tool that allows, through private perspectives and judgments
of a person, to define «pain points» in social infrastructure, determining the ways to overcome them.

The quality of life of people is affected by the state policy of managing economic processes. At the
current stage, the state is taking a number of steps to improve the quality of life, which already gives other
results in the context of improving people’s well-being and fighting poverty.

At the same time, social security is one of the few industries where volumes are constantly expanding,
and which unite a significant part of society, constantly expanding the range of issues within their competence.

Steps aimed at improving the quality of life of people should be purposeful and divided. The princi-
ple of targeting implies a system of social protection, which concentrates public resources on providing as-
sistance to the most vulnerable segments of the population, regardless of their belonging to any category. A
differentiated approach to determining the types of social support depending on the material situation, age,
degree of ability to work, and other specific life circumstances will allow to help those citizens who really
need state assistance.
