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THE TEACHER AS A CONSULTANT ON THE USE OF MULTIMEDIA BY
NON-LANGUAGE-MAJOR STUDENTS IN LEARNING FOREIGN
LANGUAGES

Information revolution urges forming new methods of education. That is why
today we are talking about the information and educational environment, which
provides for a different educational process, expands its capabilities, provides for
individualization of training in relation to each student.

Ukraine’s aspiration to take a worthy place among the countries of the
European community, to cooperate with other developed countries of the world and,
accordingly, to integrate into a high-tech competitive environment entails the need
for Ukrainian specialists to be able to navigate the common information space. Under
conditions of increasingly rapid development of science and technology, they are
forced to look for the information they need not only in Ukrainian sources but also in
foreign language publications, to keep abreast of the latest achievements of foreign
scientists.

Other important factors that influence the nature of the educational process are

the COVID-19 pandemic and Russian aggression against Ukraine, which condition
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the transfer of traditional forms of education into the e-learning format. The role of
the teacher in the educational process is also changing.

Distance learning is a significant step in applying modern information
technologies in the educational process [2]. Among the existing various systems of
distance learning (iSpring, PLATO, Radmin, Veda System, etc.), it is worth noting
the Moodle software (modular object-oriented dynamic learning environment), which
has been chosen by many countries due to its wide functionality [3].

Multimedia products and Internet services provide an opportunity to simulate
complex real-life situations and experiments, allow visualizing abstract information
through dynamic representation of processes, etc. Graphic capabilities of the
computer, which can present the material in the form of drawings or animation, are
Important when students are learning new vocabulary. They can associate a phrase or
word in a foreign language not with a phrase or word in their native language but
directly with an action or object.

However, despite the fact that multimedia can perform almost all
methodological functions that were previously performed only by the teacher, there
are some aspects that are beyond their functionality.

The use of sophisticated gadgets and the latest achievements of communication
technologies in the educational process immerses students in an atmosphere of leisure
and entertainment, which increases the emotional background, self-confidence and, in
general, improves the perception of the material. However, without the teacher’s
control in the classroom, this process can deviate from the educational goal. It should
also be noted that many students, despite their skills in the field of IT, need tips on
how to use certain functions, i.e., here the teacher acts as a consultant who guides the
work of students.

It also should be noted that the training of the modern generation of future
specialists with higher technical education needs to remain a holistic pedagogical
process, which is a system of relationships between teacher and student. In the

process of such relations, not only professional competencies, skills and abilities of
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future specialists are laid and developed but also their basic, social, spiritual, and
creative qualities are formed [1].

That is, the teacher should be not only a developer of training courses and a
consultant on the work on educational platforms but also a mentor who can increase
the motivation of students to study a foreign language, help to form their qualities and

unleash their creative potential.
