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The foreign language department of Alfred Nobel University provides the
professional language courses for the students majoring in «Tourism and
Hospitality», «Marketing», «Trade», «International Business», «lInternational
managementy». Environmental issues make up the large part of every book map, for
example «How green are you», «Save the planet», «Profit or principle», «The
environmentalisty, «Our precious planet», «Animals in danger», «Live and let
live», «Environmentally friendly». Every language textbook contains various
materials and assignments for organizing the learning process in the classroom to
develop students’ listening, speaking, reading and writing skills on the basis of
ecological information obtained from the textbooks.

The main goal of such eco-classes is to teach students professional
communication in English, develop problem-solving and decision-making skills.
English communication skills are acquired through professional content with the
principle of authenticity of the learning process.

The principal types of learning activities suggested for the ecological topics
can include a wide range of assignments:

o preparing professional presentations on the topics being studied;

. case-studies and task-based activities when students solve some
professional problems and formulate solutions;

o role-plays, simulations; professional discussions on ecological issues;

o listening for the professional analysis of the information received;
o listening to practical cases and doing task-based assignments;
o reading various authentic texts and preparing the students’ own

presentations, cases, and projects;
o writing essays, summaries, professional articles and abstracts on
ecological issues in the framework of students’ project work.
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A great number of learning activities are based on students’ work in pairs
and small groups. It creates better conditions for learners’ communication in
English when the language is used for organizing joint efforts for solving different
tasks and problems and creates conditions for cooperative learning, where every
student invests his own potential of skills and knowledge into common work.

The following topics can be offered for the round-table discussions, case-
studies and presentations to illustrate the modern eco-friendly business approaches:
o Tourism can contribute to the conservation of natural resources.

o Ukraine can strengthen cooperation with other countries to address
global challenges such as climate change, poverty and war.

o Climate change can cause sea level rise or other acts of nature. People
and infrastructure can be affected as a result, resulting in extensive damage.

o How to develop tourism responsibly to reduce the negative impact on
natural resources.

o Developing and using environmentally friendly technologies.

o Business can responded to environmental issues in various ways.

o Hotels give guests the choice to reuse towels that are wet but not dirty.
This saves the hotel a lot of money on cleaning bills and becomes environmentally
friendly measure that saves water.

o Offices encourage people to save energy by turning off lights or to re-
use paper.

o Businesses try to reduce the impact on the environment.

o The automobile industry can use more recycled and recyclable
materials in its cars.

o Airlines try to cut carbon emissions from aircraft engines.

o Supermarkets are selling fish from sustainable sources and give
biodegradable plastic bags to customers.

o Engineering companies can reduce pollution and waste.

o Nowadays consumers are very environmentally conscious - they don't
want to buy products that are harmful to the environment.

o Parents don't want to leave a damaged world to future generations.

o The environment is one important issue in the wide area of ‘corporate
social responsibility'.

o Most large international companies now spend a lot of time and
money promoting their ‘corporate social responsibility'.

o Travellers do voluntary work to help communities or the environment.

o “Eco-tourism”, voluntourism and responsible tourism are aimed at
helping both the people and the environment.

As a result, the learning activities in the language textbook give
opportunities for increasing the general efficiency of the teaching process.
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Discussions on the global problems teach students make a significant contribution
to the promotion and development of sustainable and responsible business, develop
public consciousness and intercultural communication.
