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In the time of globalization, higher education in Ukraine is aimed at inter
nationalization, in particular, the development strategy of Higher Educational
Establishments involve the cooperation with consular institutions of foreign countries
to attract foreign students and new partners for international educational and
scientific projects. [2]. Domestic universities offer educational services on the
international market, which contributes to the growth of the number of foreign
students in higher education institutions of Ukraine. Accordingly, the problem of
teaching Ukrainian as a foreign language becomes urgent, which requires scientific
study, research and search for new solutions. Grammar study plays an important role
in the process of learning a foreign language. The traditional foreign language lesson
is often based on the fact that grammatical competencies, as well as the ability to
speak grammatically correctly, can be acquired by studying the grammatical rules
and norms of their application. However, this hypothesis is not supported in
psycholinguistic research, rather the opposite — knowledge of grammar as a
qualitatively different type of knowledge can not be identified with the ability to
communicate grammatically correctly [5, p. 39]. There is no doubt that learning
grammar rules is always an individual process. Assimilation of grammar involves
grammatically correct command of both oral and written speech. Formerly, quite
