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For the effective development of competitive entrepre-
neurship, which will be able to achieve the goals, it is neces-
sary to have a holistic, clear and understandable legal basis.

A set of laws, regulations and guidance documents that
determine the procedure for establishing enterprises, registration
of individuals — entrepreneurs, their legal and organizational
forms, the organization of production, providing it with the
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necessary resources, sales, taxation, relations between state and
entrepreneurs, business entities activities among themselves, as
well as giving entrepreneurs certain legal guarantees are called
the legal basis of entrepreneurial activity. The formation of the
legal framework of entrepreneurship is the most important pre-
requisite for its formation and development. Legislation in the
field of entrepreneurship should be a single system both in
terms of mutual consistency of norms and the integrity of the
regulatory and legal regulation of entrepreneurial activity.
World experience shows that for the successful development of
entrepreneurship it is necessary to create a legal basis for its
functioning, to ensure proper legal consolidation of rights and
permanent legal support by the state, which guarantees the pro-
tection of the lawful functioning of entrepreneurship, promotes
its development [1].

International business practice proves that an enterprise
cannot exist without clear and effective legislation. Therefore,
the formation of favorable conditions for doing business is im-
possible without the adoption and actual operation of such laws
that would clearly define the conditions for doing business. In
developed countries with market economies, there are no spe-
cial laws on entrepreneurship [2].

Freedom of entrepreneurial activity is enshrined in the
constitution, civil law and other regulations governing econom-
ic activity. In Ukraine, the need to adopt a special law on busi-
ness development was due to two reasons: first, the need to
abolish the existing restrictions in the legislation (until 1991,
private business was prohibited, it was considered a criminal
offense); secondly, the need to form a legal framework that
would stimulate the development of entrepreneurship and its
support. Today the main legislative act regulating business ac-
tivity is the Commercial Code of Ukraine. It determines the
basic legal, economic and social principles of entrepreneurial
activity (entrepreneurship) by citizens and legal entities on the

territory of Ukraine, establishes guarantees of freedom of en-
terprise and its state support. Entrepreneurial activity is also
regulated by the Laws of Ukraine «On Property», «On Enter-
prises in Ukraine», «On Business Associations», «On Peasant
(Farming) Economy», «On Restriction of Monopoly and Pre-
vention of Unfair Competition in Entrepreneurial Activity»,
«On Licensing of Certain types of economic activity», «On
state support of small businessy, etc.

According to the Constitution of Ukraine, «Everyone has
the right to entrepreneurial activity, which is not prohibited by
law» [3]. The adoption and enactment of the Constitution of
Ukraine — the Basic Law of our state — is a truly significant
event. Ukraine and its people have received a long-term legal
foundation for dynamic civilized development. The Basic Law
is a guarantee not only of independence, but also of a truly re-
formist development of the state, in particular of market trans-
formation of the economy. An appropriate base is being created
for the development of competition and the restriction of mo-
nopoly. Along with the existing legislative acts, the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine in 1996 adopted the Laws of Ukraine «On
Protection against Unfair Competition» and «On Advertising»,
in May 2000 the Law of Ukraine «On Natural Monopolies»
was adopted, and in January 2001 — Law of Ukraine «On Pro-
tection of Economic Competitiony, etc.

The main disadvantages of legal support for entrepre-
neurship in Ukraine are:

—lack of a unified legislative strategy for the develop-
ment of entrepreneurship, insufficient legal guarantees of all
forms of ownership and protection of private property as the
main condition for the development of entrepreneurial activity;

— ambiguity, instability and inconsistency of the current
regulatory framework for business development. The growing
flow of regulations at various levels, especially departmental,
often distorts the basic legislation;
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— practically non-functioning character of many legal acts,
very low executive discipline concerning normative-legal doc-
uments. Many of the provisions of the Constitution of Ukraine
cannot be implemented and remain only a declaration until the
laws defining a specific mechanism, procedure and procedures
for their implementation have been enacted. The helplessness
of the state system of law enforcement is increasingly compen-
sated by the activity of underground mafia structures, which
begin to judge and resolve economic disputes and conflicts
outside any legal norms;

—the presence in the legislation of many vague norms,
which, if desired, can be subjected to any interpretation. It was
they who made it possible to form financial «pyramids» that
deprived many of our compatriots of their savings;

— unfoundedness of legislative restrictions and require-
ments contained in certain regulations. This is one of the con-
sequences of the lack of practice of involving representatives
of public associations of entrepreneurs in the discussion of
draft legal acts;

—the presence of legal nihilism as the antithesis of legal
culture. The essence of legal nihilism is ignoring the law, legal
norms and generally accepted legal values, contempt for legal
principles and traditions. The imperfection of legal education
and simple ignorance of the law play an important role in the
emergence of such a negative social and legal phenomenon [4].

Thus, the legal regulation of entrepreneurship is a defin-
ing problem of current and future socio-economic life of the
country, and the analysis of business practices in Ukraine
shows the need for regulation, improvement and purposeful
development of independent legal support of entrepreneurship.
