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Foreign languages teaching makes an integral part of the curriculum in higher
institutions of the United States. While many big Universities require students to
complete four semesters of a foreign language, many colleges and Universities
require only two. Students can also take a placement test to demonstrate their FL
proficiency if they would like to avoid this requirement. On the elementary level
(Elementary I focuses on the basic introduction to the FL with the assumption that
students never studied the language), there is no division between students majoring
in a FL and those taking it to complete the requirement for another major. Therefore,
a large disparity of levels and interests frequently presents a challenge for instructors.
Another challenge is large number of students in a classroom (22-27 students), low
motivation of students taking FL as a requirement and limited time allotted for
language classes (some Universities offer five credit hours per week for elementary
level, but most offer three).
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
