DEVELOPMENT OF THE CREATIVE INDUSTRIES IN THE EUROPEAN UNION

Summary: In modern globalizing world creative industries takes the prominent role for the maintenance
of international competitiveness. The EU is the undisputed world leader in dynamic and character in development
in creative sector. Therefore, in this article the peculiarities of the creative industries in the European Union are
discussed. The object of this study is the creative sector in the EU and the goal is to determine the place of creative
industries comparing with other European sectors, to allocate the key segments of the European creative sector
and to analyze the income and employment. This article examines the basic classification of creative industries of
the European Union, which identifies 11 industries, and on its basis an analysis of the creative industry sub-sectors
is held. The income structure of creative industries and employment in sub-sectors are analyzed. The author also
examines the relationships within the creative industries and their close interdependence. The article identifies the
main types of cooperation at different levels of production and promotion of creative products and services. It also
notes that to date, due to the peculiarities of development in the European Union there are a large number of
creative companies, which occupy a leading place in the global creative economy. Important aspects of the crea-
tive industries in the EU is that the level of functioning equally large companies and small start-ups.
