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NEGATIVE IMPACT OF CORPORATE GLOBALISM ON NATIONAL ECONOMY

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The most developed part of the world society has moved to a new post-industrial era of civilization
and objectively alters the paradigm of transformation and strategy of global and national development. The
objective processes of globalization in scope and force of impact is quite defining the nature and the laws of
the world, global development. This gives rise to a real positive consequences are global integration and
economic synergies, but also negative consequences are internal conflict and threats for nation-state.
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Globalization processes have their positive and negative consequences that are reflected differ-
ently in countries depending on the state of economic development. Therefore, it is necessary to create
strategies of development of national economies that would meet the conditions of globalization. Common
areas of such strategies should be protectionism and support of domestic producers, effective international
policy, state influence on resource allocation and profit amid industries, support for social sectors, moni-
toring the activities of international companies, an effective competition policy. In Eastern Europe, re-
searchers have mostly not yet distinguished categories of «globalization» and «globalism» and a typical
example is the concept by author M. Delyahina [1]. He reasonably believes that globalization is a process
of forming a single cascade of global financial and information space based on the latest information and
computer technology. Globalization has become a new era in human development. Globalistics science of
globalization is too focused on the financial component of the process — and therefore still ignores issues
such as new high human intelligence technologies. Any global corporation, that acting in accordance with
the laws of the new global competition, is unable to share with «humanity» for its achievements, because
under current conditions it would undermine corporate competitiveness. Globalism as a world system of
global corporatism inevitably leads to becoming a global monopoly, which is by transforming competition
into monopoly [1].

It is defined that anti-globalization has become a significant phenomenon of the era of global cor-
poratism and global competition. And of course, if there is objective globalism, there is his antithesis —
anti-globalization. Some authors believe that the anti-globalization means anti-Americanism, because, in
their view, «globalization is America» [2]. American expansion and domination are largely stimulated by
power, globalization and global competition.

Moreover, global competition has stimulated the movement of intellectual resources and intellec-
tual capital. Today flowing and accumulating the intellectual capital through mechanisms of «pumping
drain» is a determining factor in global competition. Global intellectual competition is increased. As a re-
sult, it inevitably reduces the number of developed countries in narrowed field of global competition,
many once underdeveloped post industrialized countries (Russia, Ukraine) slide on the lower level of the
international «competitive ladder». This is not only intellectual intelligent, but also other resources that are
increasingly losing regional and territorial identification.

It’s analyzed that export-orientation strategy of economic development in Eastern Europe emerges
as the main threat of the spread of national enterprise, economic freedom and economic democracy that
preventing the formation of the middle class. This inevitably leads to oligarchic clan overconcentration
and centralization of the national capital, public corruption, embezzlement and shadow economy. For ex-
ample, in Ukraine, only 13 years of the sovereign state of 20 oligarchic families concentrated in the hands
of more than 80 % of the national capital [1]. Ukraine was faced with the need to develop an optimal strat-
egy for national economic development, models of participation in world globalization. Resolving these
problems should lead Ukraine to a new level of economic development, strengthen ties with the world and
uncover prospects for participation in major world organizations.

The current system of power corporate globalism, which originated in the 90s, is not only a real-
ity, but also a world power. More than 66 thousand transnational corporations became global corporations
and global system due to activities of 600 thousand companies [1]. As a result, development of national
economy and finance are declined. It carries a deadly threat to national entrepreneurship and market capi-
talism in general.

It’s defined that competitive advantages of global corporations — technological leaders is how big
and provide such high monopoly profits. International companies that own and control the number of
branches abroad, apply the following strategic management methods that will damage national interests.
The globalization of finance causes growth of speculation that increases the risk of system failures. Given
the growing interdependence and mutual vulnerability increases — financial crisis in one country can have
regional and even global implications.

Control from national level shifts to other subjects such as multinational or global companies and
international organizations. They have come with their own interests to obtain profits. Determines the only
global market situation, the main feature of which is adjusting to destroy not retardation, and retarded.
Weakening economic power of nation states without compensating capacity of international and suprana-
tional entities increases the vulnerability of national economies, their dependence on processes in
neighboring countries and leading to the rolling economic crisis from continent to continent, forming their
endless waves and creating with each depression or recession threat of collapse of the globalized world.
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Nevertheless, if global corporations transform competition in total monopolization, the economic
cluster systems can transform competition in cooperation integration without destroying healthy competi-
tion as the driving force. Network national economy is a powerful engine of social and economic growth
and the mechanism of national security in the face of total corporate globalism.

Thus, global economic revolution and the transition to the knowledge economy require new stra-
tegic decisions at both the national and international levels. Folk market business should be the basis of
the updated economy.
